Sigma and Vector Tandem Hardware





Evidence of wear to the nickel plating of the main ring of the three ring system of some Sigma Tandem harnesses have come to our attention. This same hardware is also used on the Vector II tandem harness





Any operators using either the Sigma Tandem or the Vector II Tandem equipment need to thoroughly inspect this area of concern prior to any further use. If any signs of the nickel platting shows wear or if the large ring shows any distortion or malformation the rig in question needs to be taken from service and the findings reported to the Safety Director. 





If the equipment shows absolutely no sign of wear or damage, the equipment may remain in service at this time, however the rings need to be inspected between every jump.





This inspection should be done by a PT where possible, or if not immediately available, the Tandem Master using the equipment. Do not leave it to your packers!! At the moment it would be responsible to record each inspection with the rigs packing log.





We are presently finding out the degree of problem and are waiting on a response from Relative Workshop on the situation.





If all owners of  either Vector II or Sigma Tandem rigs send me a list of the rigs they have with the serial no’s it may help if there is a problem with the ha
